In the fiscal year that is reflected in the current audit, the Partnership realized particular success in our
prevention programming. Since late 1991, when San Juan County Partnership was established, we have
provided evidence based prevention programming to the communities in San Juan County. These
programs fulfill our mission: Working together with people of all ages and cuitures, to develop
community wellness and prevention awareness.

Our work includes: direct prevention services to children and families, in schools and by providing after
school 21* Century Community Learing Centers; community-wide strategies that address positive
community norms and other environmental strategies; housing assistance for the homeless;
collaboration through community coalitions; and, fiscal agent services for outside organizations whose

goals align with our mission.

Notable in the past year are our outcomes with our classroom programs, where we were able to show
significant differences in behavior from the beginning to the end of the programming. Our Most of US ©
positive community norms campaign has received community wide recognition and continues to be
embraced by the high schools. This year we added two additional high schools so that the program can
now refer to statistics for all high schools in Shiprock and also in Aztec. This campaign is right on target
with expected outcomes and we look forward to seeing behavior change in the coming year.

San Juan County Partnership continues to receive recognition as one of the premier prevention
organizations in New Mexico and is included at the table where statewide decisions regarding
prevention are made. We participate with other prevention organizations in advocating for the field of
prevention in order to sustain and grow programs that will impact our children, families and
communities throughout the State.

The Partnership is proud to serve a unique role in the community as the only organization In San Juan
County whose mission is solely to provide prevention services. We rely heavily on community
involvement and support and so our success reflects back on the community. It Is our pleasure to work
with residents, Partnership members, our dedicated Board of Directors, other organizations and tribal
and local government entities in fulfilling our purpose.
